I. Predestined:  God  So  Lovingly  Determined  Our

Destiny  That  We  are  Ineluctably  Adopted  as  Sons
Through Jesus Christ. v5a

II. Predestined: This Predestination as Adopted Sons Is
in  Full  Accord  with  the  Will  of  the  Father,  Not
Subject to Our Own. v5b

III. Predestined: Our Predestination is Entirely a Matter
of  God's  Grace  Lavished Upon Us,  For  Which  He
Deserves Praise and Glory. v6
